Introduction

This book was written primarily for you, the non-English
speaking patient, to enable you to communicate with
hospital staff. You have only to point to the appropriate
word or sentence, printed in large type, and the translation
will be directly above or below in either red or black type,
as the case may be. It also eliminates the necessity for
pronouncing unfamiliar foreign words and the risk and
danger of wrong interpretations.

After many years of use in the Mass. General Hospital
we have found that the most efficient way of using this is to
GIVE the book to the patient to KEEP so that it will always
be available when needed. The nurse or doctor will have
it there, in the patient’s room, for instant and accurate
communication. It may NOT be taken from the room
except by the patient.

This method easily takes care of immediate needs, from
admission to discharge, until an interpreter comes. It is not
intended to be relied upon for complicated medical situa-
tions. It is a great help to Staff and a security blanket for
the patient, eliminating as far as possible, the fright and
insecurity of being in a strange hospital. It is also a good
way to learn English!

This has worked for us and we certainly hope that it will
work for you the patient, your family, and Hospital Staff.
